Jn 11:8 a short while ago the Jews were trying 
to stone you (10:31) and yet you want to go 
back there (Judea)?

Skepticism of the doubters
11:37 Could not he who opened the eyes of a 
blind man have kept this man from dying? 





Challenging Jesus’ Understanding

12:6 Why wasn’t this perfume sold and the 
money given to the poor? (Judas Iscariot)

Fickleness of the Masses
12:13 Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the 
name of the Lord (praising  Jesus arriving in 
Jerusalem on Nisan 10 .. only to condemn him 
to death on Nisan 14)





That’s Preposterous!

13:6 Lord, are you going to wash 
my feet?

13:22 His disciples stared at one 
another, at a loss to know which of 
them he meant.







Roller Coaster Ride

1. Jesus’ leaving will discourage the Disciples 
(13:33 - my children, I will be with you only a 
little while longer … where I am going you 
cannot come)

2. Jesus’ dying will sadden the Disciples (14:30 
- I will not speak with you much longer 
because the prince of this world is coming)



Roller Coaster (2)

3.   Jesus' resurrection will gladden the 
Disciples (is he here or not here? -- 16:16 - in a 
little while you will see me no more, and 
then after a little while you will see me)
4.  Jesus' ascension will mystify the Disciples 
(16:28 - I came from the Father and entered 
the world; now I am going back to the 
Father) - through encounter with Jesus they 
are in contact with the spiritual world.
